SHALLOTTE BOARD OF ALDERMEN

REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 4, 2006

7:00 P.M.

The Shallotte Board of Aldermen met for a regular meeting on April 4, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of the Shallotte Town Hall with Mayor Gerald Long presiding.

Aldermen present:  Jerry Jones, Buddy Kelly, Jim Roach, Larry Harrelson and John Kinlaw

Aldermen absent:  None

Staff present:  Paul Sabiston, Cindy Babson and Attorney Laura Thompson

I.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Long called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Buddy Kelly to open the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

II.  INVOCATION & PLEDGE

Reverend Richard Vaughan gave the Invocation followed by the Board and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

III.  AGENDA AMENDMENTS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA

There were no agenda amendments at this time.  A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by John Kinlaw to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

IV.  PUBLIC HEARINGS

A motion was made by Larry Harrelson seconded by Buddy Kelly to open the public hearing portion of the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

1. Grady Hardwick, owner of Wildwood Village, has requested contiguous annexation of 11.54 acres, parcel number 1970001926 and to rezone the property from RA-15 to R-10.  No comments were made.

2. Willa Rae Sloane Cox and Gene A. Hardee have requested contiguous annexation (Tracts C & D) of 8.0 acres located on Whiteville Road, near the business park, which consists of 2 tracts, C & D.  A request to rezone the property (Tracts A, C & D) from the current County zoning RU to Light Industrial has also been requested.  No comments were made.

3. Mary Hawes Simpson has requested a non-contiguous annexation of 19.71 acres.  The property is located at 190 Royal Oak Road, portion of parcel #18200083.  A rezoning from County R-6000 to R-7, PRD or Planned Building Group has also been requested.  The following comments were made:

· Ronald Cumbee, 2399 Gray Pea Way adjoins the property and feels this will be a commercial use.

4. Thomas D Von Cannon has requested rezoning on property located at the intersection of Northside Drive and Arnold Street, parcel #1820003 Tract B – 8.28 acres rezoned from RM-10 to R-7 – Planned Building Group.  The following comments were made:

5. Approve Ordinance 06-01 which amends the Ordinance Approving Franchise and Agreement with Atlantic Telephone Membership Corporation as amended, approved on May 2, 1995 as follows:

a. Adding the following in line 7 of Section 13 page 10:  “The franchise fee is five percent (5%) of Gross Subscriber Revenue as defined in Section 1 of this Franchise Agreement.  Payments of franchise fees shall be computed quarterly, for the preceding quarter.  Each quarterly payment shall be due and payable no later than thirty (30) days after the end of the preceding quarter”.

b. Other provisions of said Ordinance Approving Franchise and Agreement shall remain unchanged.

c. This Ordinance Amending Franchise and Agreement shall be effective on June 1, 2006.

No comments were made.  A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Jim Roach to close the public hearing portion of the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.   

V.  CONSENT AGENDA

A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jerry Jones to approve the following consent agenda items:

Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

VI.  PUBLIC COMMENTS

1. Jack Balkus, Jr. has requested time to discuss setting up a portable business at Lowe’s Home Improvement.  Mr. Balkus lives at 61 Fairway Drive and also owns Carmella’s Restaurant.  He would like to set up a hot dog cart from a portable cart in the parking lot of Lowe’s Home Improvement Center.  His business is a member of the National Merchants Company and the vendor fee would be paid directly to Lowe’s.  Mr. Balkus will need to obtain a permit from the Brunswick County Health Department since this would be considered a temporary restaurant.  The cart would be in operation from Wednesday to Sunday from 11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.  Alderman Kinlaw asked about waste and Alderman Harrelson asked about restrooms.  Mr. Balkus stated they would use Lowe’s bathrooms.  Mayor Long asked that our Attorney review this request and determine what types of permits he would need from the Town.  No further discussion was held.

VII.  PLANNING & ZONING

1. Woodsong II – Dedication Deed(s) conveying the Woodsong roadways and utility easements as set for the in the deed and plat.

a. Motion to accept the deed(s) of dedication for Woodsong, Phase II.  Administrator Sabiston informed the Board that the roadway is not complete due to the inclement weather.  Mr. Milliken hopes to have the road paved by Tuesday or Wednesday.  Attorney Thompson stated the resolution is ready and we can proceed.  Alderman Kelly stated that he has a problem with us approving this in advance.  He feels we should wait until the roads have been completed.  Alderman Roach states that the Town has been “burned” too many times and he agrees with Alderman Kelly that we should wait until the work has been completed.  A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Buddy Kelly to table the approval of the deeds of dedication conveying the Woodsong roadways and utility easements until all work has been completed.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

2. (#06-009) – Northside Drive Project, Agent Thomas D Von Cannon, intersection of Northside Drive and Arnold Street, rezone tract B – 8.28 acres (part of parcel 1820003) from RM-10 to R-7, Planned Building Group.

a. The Board considered all factors on the written report relating to this rezoning request.  A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Jerry Jones to approve the written report on this proposed rezoning.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

b. A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Larry Harrelson to approve rezoning 8.28 acres (Tract B), part of parcel 1820003, as requested by Agent Thomas D Von Cannon, from RM-10 to R-7, Planned Building Group. Said property is located at the intersection of Northside Drive and Arnold Street.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

VIII.  ORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS & PROCLAMATIONS
1. Ordinance 06-01 – Ordinance Amending Franchise Agreement between the Town of Shallotte and Atlantic Telephone.

a. A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by John Kinlaw to approve Ordinance 06-01 Amending Franchise Agreement between the Town of Shallotte and Atlantic Telephone Membership Corporation.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

2. Ordinance 06-02 – Ordinance extending the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte (Wildwood Village Extension).

a. A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Jim Roach to approve Ordinance 06-02 extending the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte by annexing 11.54 acres as requested by Grady Hardwick.  Said property is located in Wildwood Village.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

b. The Board considered all factors on the written report relating to this rezoning request.  A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Jim Roach to approve the written report on the above request.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

c. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by John Kinlaw to approve rezoning 11.54 acres from RA-15 to R-10 as requested by Grady Hardwick.  Said property is located in Wildwood Village.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

3. Ordinance 06-03 Ordinance extending the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte (Highway 130).

a. A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Larry Harrelson to approve Ordinance 06-03 extending the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte by annexing (Tracts C & D) 8.0 acres as requested by Willa Rae Sloane Cox and Gene A. Hardee.  Said property consists of Tracts C & D, located near the business park on Whiteville Road.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  Alderman Kinlaw recused himself from the vote.

b. The Board considered all factors on the written report relating to Tracts A, C & D.  A motion was made by Larry Harrelson seconded by Buddy Kelly to approve the written report on the above request.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  Alderman Kinlaw recused himself from the vote.

c. A motion was made by Larry Harrelson seconded by Buddy Kelly to approve rezoning Tracts A, C & D, from County zoning RU to Light Industrial, as requested by Willa Rae Sloane Cox and Gene A. Hardee.  Said property is located near the business park on Whiteville Road.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  Alderman Kinlaw recused himself from the vote.

4. Ordinance 06-04 Ordinance extending the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte (190 Royal Oak Road).

a. A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jim Roach to approve Ordinance 06-04 extending the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte by annexing 19.71 acres as requested by Mary Hawes Simpson.  Said property is located at 190 Royal Oak Road.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

b. The Board considered all factors on the written report relating to this rezoning request.  A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Jerry Jones to approve the written report on the above request.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

c. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by John Kinlaw to approve rezoning 19.72 acres as requested by Mary Hawes Simpson from County R-6000 to R-7, PRD or Planned Building Group.  Said property is located at 190 Royal Oak Road.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

5. Motion to set public hearing for May 2, 2006 to consider amendment to Flood Plain Ordinance as recommend by FEMA.  Alderman Harrelson asked about the requirements for notification?  Administrator Sabiston reviewed the requirements and stated the Institute of Government recommends mailing out the notices.  Administrator Sabiston stated he didn’t want the Town to spend that kind of money on mailing out notices and that it was not required by law in his opinion.  He stated this would be a one-time deal and the notices will be mailed prior to May 2, 2006.  A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Larry Harrelson to use the expanded mailing notice and set the public hearing for May 2, 2006.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

IX.  OTHER BUSINESS

1. A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Buddy Kelly to support a resolution to consider a toll on proposed I-74 (for cost & maintenance only).  Motion carried 4 yes 1 no.  Alderman Kinlaw voting in the negative.

X.  DEPARTMENT REPORTS

1. Administration

a. Update on projects – Administrator Sabiston informed the Board that Grady Hardwick has submitted his portion of the water/sewer expansion in Wildwood Village.  A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Buddy Kelly to move forward with the contract to construct the water and sewer and to enter the agreement with Mr. Grady Hardwick for costs of the project.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.
