The Shallotte Board of Aldermen met for a regular meeting on March 7, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of the Shallotte Town Hall with Mayor Gerald Long presiding the meeting.

I.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Long called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jim Roach to open the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

II.  INVOCATION & PLEDGE

Mayor Long gave the Invocation followed by the Board and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

III.  AGENDA AMENDMENTS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA

A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jerry Jones to add a Closed Session to discuss a personnel matter and to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

IV.  CONSENT AGENDA

A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Jerry Jones to approve the following consent agenda items:

Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

V.  PUBLIC COMMENTS

There were no public comments at this time.

VI.  PLANNING & ZONING

1. (#06-001) – Wildwood Village Inc. Grady Hardwick – Owner, request for annexation and rezoning of property.

a. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Larry Harrelson to schedule a public hearing for April 4, 2006 to review the request from Wildwood Village to annex approximately 11.54 acres.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

b. A motion was made by Larry Harrelson seconded by John Kinlaw to schedule a public hearing for April 4, 2006 to rezone 11.54 acres as requested from Wildwood Village, from County RA-15 to R-10.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

2. (#06-005) – Whiteville Road (3 lots), agent John Kinlaw, request to annex property and rezone from RU to LI.

a. A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Buddy Kelly to request the Clerk to certify annexation petition and to schedule a public hearing for April 4, 2006, once certified, for rezoning to LI.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  Alderman Kinlaw recused himself from this vote.

3. (#06-009) – Northside Drive Project, Agent Thomas D Von Cannon, intersection of Northside Drive and Arnold Street, rezone parcel labeled A to O/I (4.6 acres) and parcel B to R-7 Planning Building Group.

a. A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Jim Roach to schedule a public hearing for April 4, 2006 to rezone tract A to O/I and tract B to R-7 Planned Building Group, as requested by Thomas D Von Cannon.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

4. (#06-007) – 190 Royal Oak Drive, agent James Rolquin, property located on Royal Oak Drive.

a. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Larry Harrelson to request the Clerk to certify the annexation petition and to schedule a public hearing for April 4, 2006 to rezone property located at 190 Royal Oak Drive to R-7, PRD or Planned Building Group, once certification is complete.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

5. (#06-010) – Cardinal Pointe Phase III, owner NRP Group, 361 Scot Drive, request for re-zoning of 11.17 acres to R-7 for construction of multi-family units.

a. A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Jerry Jones to schedule a public hearing for April 4, 2006 to re-zone 11.17 acres located at 361 Scot Drive, to R-7 for a Planned Building Group apartment complex.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

b. Preliminary review of development site plan for Cardinal Pointe III – Ken Thompson of J Davis Architects and Aaron Pechota, The NRP Group were present on behalf of Cardinal Pointe III.  Discussion was held on the preliminary site plan.  The gentlemen were instructed to contact Administrator Sabiston in order to make the necessary corrections.

VII.  RESOLUTIONS, ORDINANCES & PROCLAMATIONS

1. A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jerry Jones to schedule a public hearing on April 4, 2006 regarding Ordinance No. 06-01 to require ATMC franchiser to pay to the Town 5% tax from the 7% tax collect from cable TV and related service users in the Town of Shallotte.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

VIII.  OTHER BUSINESS

1. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by John Kinlaw to declare the list of Town assets as surplus and to authorize staff to advertise and conduct public sale of such assets.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.  The complete list has been attached as a permanent record of these minutes.

IX.  DEPARTMENT REPORTS

1. Administration

a. Update on projects  - see attached memo from Administrator Sabiston

b. Miscellaneous – Administrator Sabiston presented the Board with paperwork concerning the dedication of Naber Drive to the Town of Shallotte.  Staff was instructed to proceed with this dedication.

3. Police – Chief Gause has earned his Level III Certificate in Homeland Security.  Clerk Sandy Hewett was asked to prepare a letter of congratulations to Chief Gause.

4. Fire – Probationary period for firefighter Jeremy Bates is scheduled to end on March 20, 2006 and he will be a regular fulltime employee with the Town of Shallotte, with adjusted salary, at that time.

X.  MAYOR & BOARD OF ALDERMEN COMMENTS/ANNOUNCEMENTS

Aldermen Harrelson, Jones nor Kinlaw had any comments at this time.

Alderman Kelly asked if the Board was going to respond Carol Johnson’s (Brunswick Citizens for Safe Environment) request that the Town oppose the Hugo Nu (Automobile fluff recycling) project?  The Board agreed to send a Resolution in opposition to the project.

Alderman Roach commented on the 800 acre proposed annexation and asked what this would do to our fire district?  Would it require us to build another sub-station?  Mr. Roach asked if anyone had heard anything regarding the NC Emergency Management Association seminar?  Cindy Babson was in attendance and informed the Board that discussions were held concerning growth in Brunswick County and how we can all prepare.

Mayor Long commented on a letter from Senator R.C. Soles regarding $70,000 that has been allocated for improvements to Express Drive and Mulberry Street.

XI.  CLOSED SESSION

A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Buddy Kelly to go into closed session to discuss a personnel matter.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Jerry Jones to resume regular session at 9:00 p.m.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.  No action was taken during closed session.
