The Shallotte Board of Aldermen met for a Budget Public Hearing and Pre-agenda Meeting beginning at 5:15 p.m. in the council chambers of the Shallotte Town Hall with Mayor Gerald Long presiding.

I.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Long called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Jerry Jones to open the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

II.  INVOCATION & PLEDGE

Mayor Long gave the Invocation followed by the Board and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

III.  COMMENTS ON PROPOSED BUDGET ORDINANCE FOR FY 06/07
Administrator Sabiston reviewed the proposed Budget Ordinance for FY 06/07, mentioning the following items specifically:

· Tax rate has been set at $0.32 (no increase from last year)

· In-town water rate $4.71/1,000 gallons

· Out-of-town water rate $8.94/1,000 gallons

· In-town sewer rate $6.50/1,000 gallons

· Out-of-town sewer rate $13.00/1,000 gallons

Administrator Sabiston thanked all staff for their hard work on this year’s budget, with a special thanks to Finance Officer Mimi Gaither for all her help.  No further comments were made so a motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Buddy Kelly to approve the Fiscal Year 2006/2007 Budget for the Town of Shallotte.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

IV.  DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Update on Village Road sewer project and update on Wildwood water/sewer project – Administrator Sabiston stated the project has been bid according to Dave Bowman and the bids should be opened in about two weeks.  The contractor has begun work on the Wildwood Village project and anticipates completing it on time.

2. Update on Intergovernmental Sewer Agreement with Brunswick County – There were no further comments or questions.

3. Request for sewer allocation for Cardinal Point III project for 72 units plus amenities - Administrator Sabiston stated that our ordinance allows allocation for up to 30 units currently.  Cardinal Point is requesting allocation for 72 units and 53,700 gallons per day (gpd).  Discussion was held on whether or not the total gpd request was accurate.   Administrator Sabiston stated that he would contact Cardinal Point to verify this number.  Alderman Roach suggested that if the Town agrees to the allocation, we should include in the “agreement” a suitable start/stop date so the allocation would not be tied up unnecessarily.  This item will be placed on the July 6, 2006 meeting agenda.

8. Budget Adjustment – A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jerry Jones to approve the following budget adjustment:

· 10.3715.5000 SRFTC Dues – debit $750.00

· 10.5400.1300 Utilities Electric – credit $750.00

Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

9. Closed Session – A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Buddy Kelly to go into closed session to discuss a personnel matter.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.  A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Larry Harrelson to resume regular session.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.  No action was taken during closed session.

10. Recess – A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Buddy Kelly to recess until June 30, 2006 at 5:15 p.m. (if needed for end of year adjustments).  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.
