AUGUST 2, 2005

The Shallotte Board of Aldermen met for a regular meeting on August 2, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. in the council chambers of the Shallotte Town Hall with Mayor Gerald Long presiding.

I.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Long called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Buddy Kelly to open the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

II.  INVOCATION & PLEDGE

Mayor Long gave the Invocation followed by the Board and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

III.  AGENDA AMENDMENTS/APPROVAL OF AGENDA

A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Rick Branning to add item #9 Planning Ordinance Amendment and schedule public hearing on September 6, 2005.  The agenda was also approved with the amendment.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

A motion was made by Sara McCullough seconded by Buddy Kelly to approve the following consent agenda items:

Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

V.  PUBLIC HEARINGS

A motion was made by Rick Branning seconded by Jerry Jones to open the public hearing portion of the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

1. Autumn Care – rezoning request for tax parcel 197DB001 from R-10 to R-7 and a portion of tax parcel 197DB004 from R-10 to R-7.  The property is located behind and beside Autumn Care on Mulberry Street – No comments were made.

2. Samuel Russ – annexation request for 9.78 (parcel 19700074) located on Ocean Highway 17 (Westpark Plaza II) and a rezoning from CLD (County zoning) to Highway Business – No comments were made.

3. William L. Smith – annexation request for 9.78 acres (parcel 1970007404) located on Ocean Highway 17 (Westpark Plaza II) and a rezoning from CLD (County zoning) to Highway Business – No comments were made.

4. Virginia Williamson – annexation request for 48.63 acres located at 2344 Ocean Highway West and to rezone the property from RU (County) to Highway Business – Alderman Rick Branning asked representative Alan Lewis what was the intended use of the property?  Mr. Lewis stated that it would be a professional park, which is an allowed use in the Highway Business zone.  No further comments were made.

A motion was made by Rick Branning seconded by Buddy Kelly to close the public hearing portion of the meeting.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

VI.  MAYOR & BOARD OF ALDERMEN ANNOUNCEMENTS

Alderman Roach asked if the Town wanted to proceed with a 2006 Memorial Day celebration?  The Board agreed to allow the Downtown Shallotte Group form a committee to handle the celebration.

VII.  PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Roney Cheers commented on the upcoming election.  He has spoken with the Board of Elections and asked if the election could be held in one central location since there are no other major elections at that time.  He was told the election locations would remain in place as they are.

VIII.  PLANNING & ZONING

1. Autumn Care, 237 Mulberry Street – request to rezone two adjacent tracts of land for expansion from R-10 to R-7.

a. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Sara McCullough to approve rezoning tax parcel 197DB001 from R-10 to R-7 and a portion of tax parcel 197DB004 from R-10 to R-7.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

2. Rivers Edge – Copas Road – Annexation request for 32.96 acres and rezoning to PRD with R-10 overlay.  Alderman Branning stated that previously Rivers Edge had agreed that once 80% of the lots had been sold, the golf course would be annexed.  He asked if there were any intentions of proceeding since obviously 80% has been sold?  Representative Bobby Lewis stated that the golf course was a separate entity from the development.  Representative Dean Satrape stated that 80% of the lots had not been sold.  There are other sections that have not been annexed at this time.  Rivers Edge Development has no affiliation with the actual golf course.

a. A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Jerry Jones to approve the Clerk’s certification of the petition for annexation by Rivers Edge to annex into the corporate limits of Shallotte approximately 32.96 acres (Rivers Edge Section 10).  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

b. A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Jerry Jones to set a public hearing for the rezoning (to PRD with R-10 overlay) and annexation of said property on September 6, 2005 and advertise for the same.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

IX.  RESOLUTIONS, ORDINANCES & PROCLAMATIONS
1. A motion was made by Sara McCullough seconded by Jim Roach to approve Ordinance 05-07 to extend the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte by contiguous annexation.  Samuel Russ has requested contiguous annexation of 9.78 acres located on Ocean Highway 17 (Westpark Plaza II).  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

a. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Jim Roach to approve zoning the above-mentioned property Highway Business.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

2. A motion was made by Jerry Jones seconded by Jim Roach to approve Ordinance 05-08 to extend the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte by contiguous annexation.  William L. Smith has requested contiguous annexation of 9.78 acres located on Ocean Highway 17 (Westpark Plaza II).  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

a. A motion was made by Sara McCullough seconded by Jim Roach to approve zoning the above-mentioned property Highway Business.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

3. A motion was made by Jim Roach seconded by Sara McCullough to approve Ordinance 05-09 to extend the corporate limits of the Town of Shallotte by non-contiguous annexation.  Virginia Williamson has requested annexation of 48.63 acres located at 2344 Ocean Highway West.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

a. A motion was made by Sara McCullough seconded by Jim Roach to approve rezoning the above-mentioned property Highway Business.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

X.  OTHER BUSINESS

1. Leases for Rourk Gardens and McMullen Tracts - A motion was made by Rick Branning seconded by Jerry Jones to table the leases until all parties have signed and agreed with the lease.  Motion carried 5 yes 0 no.

XI.  DEPARTMENT REPORTS & ACTION

1. Administration

Administrator Sabiston reminded the Board of the Personnel Policy workshop with Becky Veazey this Thursday at 4:00 p.m.  He also informed the Board that the letter sent to the County regarding sewer interconnection has been received.  Hopefully we will have a response and/or proposal within the next 3 weeks.  It looks like the Town will receive $73,000 in Powell Bill funds this upcoming budget year.  Discussion was held on the amendment to the Rural Center funding for Town Hall facilities.  The Board agreed to proceed forward by obtaining RFQ’s for the new Fire Department building.  The Board has requested that Albert Hughes obtain quotes for resurfacing around the front of the Town Hall.  The Board also agreed to proceed with Mr. Hubert Bellamy’s proposed abandonment or exchange of a road located behind Kimball’s Furniture.

To date a lot of these things have not been implemented such as; 1) a sign off sheet for all departments on projects 2) formal acknowledgment to employees to recognize them for training/schooling 3) corridor protection plan, speculate where to put streets.
