I.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Kelly called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Alan Lewis seconded by Mike Pease to open the meeting.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.
II.  INVOCATION & PLEDGE
Reverend John Causey gave the Invocation followed by the Board and audience reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

III.  CHARLES PAIT 
It was the consensus of the Board to deny the request from Charles Pait to refund $236.50 due to the continuous running of the sewer pump causing excessive kilowatt usage.  The Board feels we need to adhere to our normal practices regarding matters such as these.

Planning – Allen Serkin informed the Board that staff plans to recommend their body be allowed to conduct a public hearing/meeting rather than waiting a month before it is heard before the Board of Aldermen. 1.  A motion was made by Mike Pease seconded by Jimmy Bellamy to to approve the following consent agenda items:
· Annual approval of a Mutual Assistance Agreement between the Town of Ocean Isle Beach and Shallotte Police Department.

2.   Schedule public hearings on August 3, 2010 for the following

   items:

· JEDS, LLC petition to rezone 2.71 acres on Hinson Street (PID 198AA00402) from MF-14 to HB.

· Jeanette Sabiston petition to rezone 1.3 acres located at 5467 Main Street (PID 1970006802) from B-2 to RA-15.

Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.
IV.  ITEMS
1. A motion was made by Alan Lewis seconded by Jimmy Bellamy to approve Ordinance 10-11 amending Chapters 35, 98 and 93 of the Town of Shallotte Code of Ordinances.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.
2. Consider approval of the Business Planned Building Group site and landscaping plans (subject to conditions as noted in staff report) for B & B Crane Service Office/Warehouse. Seeing how there was no one present on behalf of B & B Crane Service, it was the consensus of the Board to postpone this item until later in the meeting.
3. A motion was made by Alan Lewis seconded by Larry Harrelson to approve the Business Planned Building Group for New Beginnings Church Modular Classroom with the following conditions:
a. Site plan approval is conditional upon an approved Town of Shallotte stormwater permit.

b. Site plan approval is conditional upon proof of approval or exemption from all applicable State and federal permits, including: Sedimentation and Erosion Control from the Division of Land Management; Stormwater from the Division of Water Quality; Driveway and/or Encroachment from NCDOT; CAMA from the Division of Coastal Management; and 404 Wetlands from the US Army Corps of Engineers.

c. The installation of all public infrastructures shall be coordinated with and approved by the Town of Shallotte Public Works Department.

d. Proposed lighting details shall comply with UDO Article 19.

e. The project shall comply with all requirements of the Fire Marshal.

f. Proposed signs shall require a separate sign permit.

g. The proposed building shall require a separate certificate of zoning compliance.
             Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.
4.  Planning Board Annual Report – Mayor Kelly commented on one Planning Board Member’s attendance which was only at 58%.  He feels this issue should be addressed by either the Planning Board or Board of Aldermen.

5.  Family Day Fair – A motion was made by Jimmy Bellamy seconded by Alan Lewis to recuse Mike Pease from voting/discussions regarding the Family Day Fair.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  Stan Rogoff was present to seek the Town’s permission and support for organizing a Family Day Fair to be held September 9-12, 2010 on Dr. John Ward’s vacant lot in front of Planet Fun.  He noted 10% of the profit will be donated to the Town of Shallotte and they are requesting police assistance, tables, chairs, all permits, bleachers, the Town as a secondary liability and water hookups.  Attorney Thompson said she has talked with the NCLM and they would have to make the decision any underwriting.  Alderman Eccard asked what type of financial support was being sought.  Mr. Rogoff stated no money was being requested.  Administrator Hughes stated the bleachers that are located in Rourk Gardens belong to Brunswick County, the Town doesn’t own any bleachers.  Mr. Rogoff stated the committee has been working on this fair for approximately two (2) months.  The Board likes the idea of the event but feels there are a lot of areas that will still need addressing.  A motion was made by Alan Lewis seconded by Jimmy Bellamy to support the Brunswick County Day Fair & Expo, allowing them to move forward.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  A motion was made by Alan Lewis seconded by Jimmy Bellamy to reinstate voting/discussion privileges to Mike Pease.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.
6. A motion was made by Jimmy Bellamy seconded by Larry Harrelson to recuse Alan Lewis from voting/discussion regarding B & B Crane Service.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no - Consider approval of the Business Planned Building Group site and landscaping plans for B & B Crane Service Office/Warehouse with the following conditions:

a. That the applicant receives an approved Town of Shallotte Stormwater Permit.

b. That utilities be installed in coordination with and to the satisfaction of the Public Works Director.

c.  That the project complies with all requirements of the Fire Marshal.

d.  That all proposed signs will require a separate sign permit; and
e. That the proposed building will require a separate certificate of zoning compliance.

Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  A motion was made by Jimmy Bellamy seconded by Mike Pease to reinstate voting/discussion privileges to Alan Lewis.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.

V. MAYOR & ALDERMEN ANNOUNCEMENTS/COMMENTS
Alderman Bellamy just wanted to continue thanking staff for all their dedication and hard work.  No other comments were made.

The Town Clerk was instructed to issue the remaining privilege license notices for the gaming establishments at the recently adopted rate of $1,000 per machine.
