SHALLOTTE BOARD OF ALDERMEN
PRE-AGENDA MEETING

MAY 26, 2009

5:15 P.M.

The Shallotte Board of Aldermen met for a pre-agenda meeting on May 26, 2009 at 5:15 p.m. in the Shallotte Meeting Chambers located at 110 Cheers Street with Mayor Gerald Long presiding.
Aldermen present:  Buddy Kelly, John Kinlaw (joined the meeting at 5:35 p.m.), Alan Lewis and Larry Harrelson

Aldermen absent:  Walt Eccard

I.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Long called the meeting to order.  A motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Larry Harrelson to open the meeting.  Motion carried 3 yes 0 no.

II.  ITEMS

1.  Town Engineer David Bowman presented his monthly report.     

2. A motion as made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Alan Lewis to approve Resolution 09-06 approving and entering into a contract between the Town of Shallotte and the North Carolina Tobacco Trust Fund (“NCTTF”), for acceptance and use of grant funds in the amount of $24,110.  Motion carried 3 yes 0 no.

3. It was the consensus of the Board to place Fire Prevention Ordinance No. 09-03 on the consent agenda for our June 2, 2009 regular meeting for approval, amending Section 93.01 of the Town of Shallotte Fire Prevention Ordinance.
4. Town Planner Allen Serkin presented a new policy for processing annexation/rezoning applications.  The following procedures were proposed:
a.  Since not all annexations require a rezoning, the Town should consider annexation and rezoning petitions separately and that annexation – only petitions be forwarded directly to the Board of Aldermen and bypass the Planning Board.  This will cut 3-4 weeks out of the process for many annexation petitions.

b. The Board instruct the Town Clerk to certify the annexation petition at the first regular or pre-agenda meeting after the petition has been received.  In some cases this could allow the Board to set a public hearing as soon as one week after instructing the Clerk to certify the petition.


The Board was in favor of making the suggested revisions to our current annexation policy.

5.  Update regarding bond agreement surety bonds for the San Rio project with expiration on June 6, 2009 as the date for completion of infrastructure – Upon recommendation by the Town Attorney, a draft resolution for consideration at the regular meeting will be presented which will authorize her to declare the Phase I San Rio Bond Agreement and surety bond to be in default following certification by the Town Engineer that the required infrastructure for Phase I has not been installed.
6.  Oath of Office by Town Clerk for Zoning Official duties for Allen Serkin – The Board agreed to allow Town Clerk Sandy Strickland to administer the Oath of Office for Zoning Official Duties for Allen Serkin.
7. Update regarding extension of bond agreement(s) and surety bonds for Rivers Edge Sections 13, 14, 15, 17, 18 and 19 - A motion was made by John Kinlaw seconded by Buddy Kelly to recuse Alan Lewis from voting/discussions regarding this matter.  Motion carried 3 yes 0 no.  The Aldermen were in agreement that six (6) months would be an adequate time frame for completion of the projects within these sections.  Administrator Sabiston will contact Bobby Lewis, representative of Rivers Edge Golf Club & Plantation and request his presence at our regular meeting on Tuesday June 2, 2009.  Attorney Thompson was also instructed to draft the renewal of the bond agreement and the dates will be provided at Tuesday’s meeting.  A motion was made by Larry Harrelson seconded by Buddy Kelly to reinstate Alan Lewis’ voting/discussion privileges.  Motion carried 3 yes 0 no.
8. Department Reports:
a.  Public Works – Monthly report has been submitted

b.  Police Department- The Board agreed to allow Chief Rodney Gause to purchase new police patches/uniforms with the understanding this money will need to come from his existing budget.

c. Fire Department – Monthly report has been submitted

d. Administration – Administrator Sabiston reminded the Board of the Budget public hearing being held on June 16th at 6:00 p.m.  There is also a very informative Hurricane seminar being held on June 3rd if anyone is interested in attending.

Pursuant to NCGS 143-318.11 (a) (3) to consult with the Attorney to consider and give instructions concerning a potential or actual claim, administrative procedure or judicial action, a motion was made by Buddy Kelly seconded by Alan Lewis to go into closed session.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  A motion was made by Larry Harrelson seconded by John Kinlaw to resume regular session.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.  No action was taken during closed session.
12. A motion was made by Alan Lewis seconded by Buddy Kelly to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  Motion carried 4 yes 0 no.
