2) P&Z#16-021:  UDO TEXT AMENDMENT, ARTICLE 10, TABLE 10-2 TABLE OF PERMITTED USES

Mr. Jimmy (Gamil) Shaker Baslious has applied for a text amendment to the table of permitted uses regarding existing convenient stores with gas pumps as a permitted use in the Central Business (CB) zoning district.  The proposed text amendment would allow convenient stores with existing pumps as a permitted use in the CB zoning district.  A text amendment was approved in June 2015 to remove convenient stores with gas pumps as a permitted use in the CB zoning district.

3) P&Z#16-022:   SITE & LANDSCAPE PLAN GARRIS EVANS LUMBER COMPANY 1640 WHITEVILLE ROAD

Garris Evans Lumber Company has submitted a site and landscape plan for the expansion of the existing Garris Evans location at 1360 Whiteville Road.  The applicant is proposing a ±6460 SF open wall storage building and a ±3710 SF building addition to include a showroom.  The property is zoned Light Industrial (LI).  Twenty-nine (29) additional parking spaces have been proposed to accommodate the additional square footage.  Included is the site plan.  The Technical Review Committee reviewed the site plan and did not have any additional comments.

The applicant is proposing a ±2480 addition to an existing medical office.  The property is zoned O&I.  The applicant is providing forty-nine (49) parking spaces.  The Technical Review Committee reviewed the site plan and did not have any additional comments.

The proposed text amendment would eliminate the requirement for a conditional use in residential zoned districts based on building square footage.  Commercial zoned properties with the following square footage would be required to obtain a conditional use based on the following square footage:

CB, CW, and O&I greater than 10,000 SF.

HB  greater than 20,000 SF
