The Shallotte Planning Board met for their regularly scheduled meeting on November 10, 2015 at the Shallotte Town Hall Meeting Chambers with Justin Whiteside presiding.

1. Call to Order: Justin Whiteside called the meeting to order.
2. Agenda Amendments: Planner, Robert Lewis requested removing item #5 from the agenda in order to gather more information and to add the Flood Plain discussion as item d. 
Action Taken:
Dennis Winters motioned to approve the agenda amendment, Motion second by Tim Gore The motion passed 5 yes 0 no.

4. Approval of Minutes: Elwood Cheers motioned to approve the October 13 2015 minutes as read; seconded by Tim Gore.  The motion passed 5 yes 0 no.

5. (Planning and Zoning #15-035) 5779 Old Shallotte Rd. Annexation & Rezoning Petition

Williams, Williams, and Williams, LLC has submitted a petition for annexation and rezoning of ±0.03 acres located at 5779 Old Shallotte Road (PID 1960000502) from County Residential 6000 to Highway Business (HB).  The acreage will be combined with an existing 1.41 acre tract previously approved for annexation and rezoning by the Town of Shallotte

a) Recommend approval of the zoning statement and recommend approval of the rezoning.

Action Taken:
Steve DeRose motioned to approve the Zoning statement, Motion second by Dennis Winters. The motion passed 5 yes 0 no.
Dennis Winters motioned that the Shallotte Planning Board recommend approval for the annexation and rezoning of 5779 Old Shallotte Rd. (PID 1960000502) from CO-6000 to HB. Motion second by Tim Gore. The motion passed 5 yes 0 no.
Evelyn Madison came in late at this time.
6. (Planning and Zoning # 15-036) Savannah Estates at Rivers Edge Major Subdivision Approval   - R.D. White III and River’s Edge Investment LLC have submitted final plat approval for Savannah Estates at Rivers Edge. The proposed development is the subdivision of 6.87 acres into 12 single-family detached lots.  The property is located on River Crest Drive, an existing 40’ private right-of-way
a) Recommend approval of the final plat.
Action Taken: 

Evelyn Madison motioned to for staff to approve the plat amendment changing it from a Multi-Family project to a Single-Family project, Motion second by Tim Gore. The motion passed 6 yes 0 no.
Steve DeRose motioned that the Shallotte Planning Board recommend approval of the final plat for Savannah Estates at Rivers Edge.   Motion second by Evelyn Madison. The passed 6 yes 0 no.
7. (Planning and Zoning #15-037) Multi-Family Rezoning 300 Mulberry St., 116 Commerce St., 2950 Frontage Rd., and 4700 Shallotte Ave. - Staff has submitted a rezoning petition for the properties listed above.  The properties were previously rezoned from R-10 or HB to a multi-family zoning designation per the requested density.  A text amendment to the UDO was previously approved to allow multi-family dwellings as a permitted use from a conditional use in multi-family zoning designations.  

The property owners and/or representative for 300 Mulberry St., 2950 Frontage Rd., and 4700 Shallotte Ave. were present at the meeting. Each of the property owners/representative requested the zoning to remain as it is now and not to be rezoned back to the previous zoning. The property owner/representative for 116 Commerce St. requested their property to be rezoned back to HB.
The Shallotte Planning Board agreed not to take any action concerning the properties of 300 Mulberry St., 2950 Frontage Rd., and 4700 Shallotte Ave., since the owners of the properties did not want their zoning to be changed back. The Shallotte Planning Board did proceed to take action to rezone 116 Commerce St. as requested by property owner/representative.

Steve DeRose motioned to approve the Plan Consistency statement, Motion second by Tim Gore. The motion passed 6 yes 0 no.
Evelyn Madison motioned that the Shallotte Planning Board recommend approval for the rezoning of 116 Commerce St. from MF-10 to HB. Motion second by Steve DeRose. The motion passed 6 yes 0 no.
