This staff report summarizes the application for conditional use permit modification and
development plan modification for the car wash project located at 4602 Main Street and provides
staff comments for both the applicant and the Planning Board. The applicant should be prepared
to discuss the proposal at the meeting.

Staff Comments:

SUMMARY: The applicant has completed construction of a new 1,704 SF automatic car wash
at 4602 Main Street (PID 19800031. The site is zoned Highway Business (HB) and car washes
are a conditional use in the HB district. The Board of Aldermen approved a conditional use
permit for the project on June 7, 2011. The permit stipulated 6” x 6” or greater landscape
timbers to protect the landscape beds and the plans proposed grass sod to be installed over all
disturbed areas not otherwise covered in pine bark mulch or pavement. The applicant installed
concrete curb in lieu of landscape timbers and covered disturbed areas with brick chip mulch in
lieu of grass sod or pine bark mulch. The applicant has since covered the brick chip mulch in the
landscape beds with pine bark mulch. The applicant seeks conditional use permit modification
to allow the curb in lieu of the landscape timbers and brick chips in lieu of the grass sod.

PLAN REVIEW: No modifications are proposed for the site plan (Sheet C-1). The only
modification proposed for the grading and stormwater plan (Sheet C-2) is a revision to Note 5

removing the language proposing grass sod on all disturbed surfaces. The revisions to the
landscape plan include the placement of brick chips rather than grass sod on all disturbed areas
not covered in pavement or pine bark mulch and not located within the 5 side yard parking lot
buffer or the 8” front yard parking lot buffer. Landscape plan Note 4 has also been updated to
reflect this proposal. Additionally, the revised landscape plan proposes substituting concrete
curbing for the landscape timbers originally approved and stipulated by the Board of Aldermen
in the currently issued conditional use permit.

The Town of Shallotte Technical Review Committee (TRC) met on October 27" to review the
stormwater/grading plan dated 10/18/2011 and the landscape plan dated 10/19/2011 and had
several comments, many of which have been addressed in subsequent plan submittals. The
outstanding issues include:

1. The proposed brick chip mulch is not recommended in landscaping beds or elsewhere on site.
Brick chips create high alkaline levels in soil and hinder healthy plant growth. Further, the
TRC does not believe that the brick chips are consistent with the landscaping or general
character in the immediate vicinity and, therefore, violates conditional use standard #3, that
the use will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located.

2. A temporary Certificate of Occupancy was issued prior to receipt of an approved driveway
permit from NCDOT, receipt of which will be required prior to issuance of a final C.O.

3. Revised landscaping plans must be submitted that are printed to scale.

CONDITIONAL USE REVIEW: Since car washes are permitted by conditional use permit in
the HB district, the Planning Board must recommend to the Board of Aldermen whether the
conditional use standards have been satisfied for this project. Since a conditional use permit was
issued for this project on June 7, 2011, this review will focus only on the elements that are
proposed for modification from the originally approved permit and plans. The following are the
conditional use standards and the information provided by the applicant supporting satisfaction
of the standards and are exactly the same as those provided with the original application:

(1) That the use will not materially endanger the public health or safety.

The proposed use is an automated car wash. There is nothing regarding this use that poses a
threat to the public health or safety.

(2) That the use will not substantially injure the value of the adjoining or abutting property.

Adjoining properties are currently zoned for commercial business uses. Vehicle traffic is
common on Main Street. This use offers a vehicle washing service similar to those that have
existed on Main Street in Shallotte for many years. Additionally, from the elevation
depictions it can be seen the proposed structure will not aesthetically detract from adjacent
property values.

(3) That the use will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located.

Vehicle traffic is common on Main Street. This use offers a vehicle washing service similar
to those that have existed on Main Street in Shallotte for many years

(4) That the use will be in general conformity with the Land Use Plan, Thoroughfare Plan, and
other plans officially adopted by the Board of Aldermen.

Automated car washes are permitted as a conditional use in the Town of Shallotte’s Unified
Development Ordinance. The proposed Site Development Plan meets all Town requirements
for such use.

(5) That the use will not impair the integrity or character of the surrounding or adjoining
districts, nor adversely affect the safety, health, morals, or welfare of the community or of the
immediate neighbors of the property.

Automated car washes are common-place in business and commercial districts. Adjacent
property uses (commercial retail, automated ice machine) will not be impacted by the
activity.

(6) The use is essential or desirable to the public convenience or welfare.

Automated car washes offer the public a convenience of service. This location provides
immediate access for Town traffic.

(7) That the use will have adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, sanitation, or other
necessary facilities.

Water and sewer are available at this site. An NCDOT driveway curb-cut exists for access.
Stormwater management measures will satisfy all Town requirements, with proper outfalls to
existing roadside and rear-property drainage features.

(8) That the use will have adequate facilities to provide ingress and egress so designed as to
minimize the traffic congestion in the public streets.

An NCDOT driveway curb-cut already exists for this location. There is vehicle stacking
capacity at and above that which is required for this use.

Recommended actions by Planning Board:

Consider recommending approval of the Main Street Car Wash site development plans and
conditional use permit with the following conditions:

a) Brick chips shall be removed entirely from the site, including landscape beds, and plans shall
be updated accordingly. Grass sod shall replace the brick chips, as originally proposed and
approved by the Board of Aldermen on June 7, 2011. Upgrading the landscape timbers to
concrete curbing shall be the only deviation from the originally approved permit and plans.

b) All required state and local permits, including Town of Shallotte stormwater and floodplain,
NCDOT driveway, and NCDENR stormwater, CAMA, and land disturbance, or documents
indicating said permits are not required, either in the form of letter from the regulating
agency or a sealed engineer’s statement.

c) Signs shall be permitted separately and shall comply with UDO Atrticle 21.
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d) Outdoor lighting shall be permitted separately and shall comply with UDO Section 19-10.

The Town of Shallotte Technical Review Committee (TRC) met yesterday to review the plans for
the Main Street Car Wash conditional use permit modification, including the stormwater/grading
plan submitted October 18" and the landscaping plan submitted October 24", and had the
following comments:

1. Please provide an agent authorization letter on your behalf from the property owner,
Megawash Shallotte, LLC, so that we can proceed with your application.

Please provide a revised landscaping plan that is printed to scale.

3. DPlease revise the landscaping plan to provide the required five (5) foot minimum planting strip
along adjacent property lines. The strip may be planted in grass, shrubs, or trees.

4. Please revise the landscaping plan to indicate that you propose brick chips in the base of the
stormwater basins or propose an alternative ground covering. Michael Norton of Compass
Pointe Engineering indicated that the basins are not designed to hold water most of the time
and therefore some ground covering is required.

5. Please bring in details of the flags, streamers, and signs on site so that we may cnsure that they
comply with our ordinances. A sign permit for a freestanding pole sign is all that has been
submitted.

6. We inadvertently approved your temporary C.O. without receipt of a driveway permit issued

by NCDOT. Receipt of an approved driveway permit will be required prior to issuance of a
final C.O.

7. The TRC does not recommend the use of brick chips in landscaping beds or elsewhere on site.
Brick chips create high alkaline levels in soil and hinder healthy plant growth. Further, the
TRC does not believe that the brick chips are consistent with the landscaping or general
character in the immediate vicinity and, therefore, violates conditional use standard #3, that
the use will be in harmony with the area in which it is to be located. In order for the
conditional use permit modification to be approved, the applicant should be prepared to
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present evidence that the use satisfies all of the conditional use standards identified in the
conditional use permit application or UDO Section 12-19, including standard #3 identified
above.

Items 2 through 7 above will be forwarded to the Planning Board for consideration at their next
meeting on November 8, 2011, provided that item 1 is satisfied prior to distribution of the Board
agenda packet on or about Friday, November 4. Plan revisions submitted prior to Thursday,
November 3rd may be able to be reflected in the staff report included in the agenda packet. The
Planning Board will provide a recommendation to the Board of Aldermen, who have final
approval authority for the conditional use permit modification.

In response to your review comments provided on October 28, 2011 regarding
the above referenced project, we offer the following in a comment / response
format.

Please revise the plans to identify the project by the following address: 4690
East Coast Lane.
Response: Site information has been corrected on Sheet CS101.

Please revise the plan to indicate that all street-facing property lines are front
lot lines with front setbacks, lot lines perpendicular to front lot lines are side
lot lines with side setbacks, and all other lot lines are rear lot lines. In other
words, the northern property line is a side lot line and the one abutting
Wildwood Street is a front lot line.

Response: Setbacks have been corrected on Sheet CS101.

Please revise the parking table to be consistent with our newly revised
parking table in UDO Section 20-6. Restaurants require 1 space per 75 GFA
minimum and 1 per 50 GFA maximum; however, parking maximums may be
exceeded with pervious pavement.

Response: The parking table has been revised on sheet C5101.

Please revise the plan to provide the minimum five (5) foot planting strip
between the property lines and the paved vehicular access areas pursuant to
UDO Section 20-3(C). The planting strip may be planted with grass, shrubs,
or trees and should be indicated on the landscaping plan. Alternatively, a
shared driveway may cross a side property line and the driveways can be

revised accordingly.
Response: The planting strip has been designated on C5101 and CL101
with plant materials noted on CL101.

Please revise the plan so that no portion of the first twenty feet of the
driveway, measured from the street, is located in the required side yard. This
project does not qualify for the exception to be within five feet of a side lot
line for multiple reasons pursuant to UDO Section 20-8(D)(4). Alternatively, a
shared driveway that crosses a property line or

Response: A 30" access easement has been provided to allow shared access
and will be recorded with the final plat.

Please provide a Traffic Impact Study pursuant to UDO Article 22 or
certification from a traffic engineer that the project will generate less than 800
trips / day.

Response: This was provided under separate cover,

Please provide a landscaping plan. Please include on the landscaping plan
base map the under and aboveground utilities that might reasonably
influence the placement of plantings.

Response: A landscape plan has been provided on Sheet CL101.

Please indicate the location of the Fire Department Connection (FDC) on the
building and ensure that a fire hydrant is located within 150 feet (hose lay
distance, not as the crow flies) of the FDC. Staff recommends placement of
the FDC at the southwest corner of the building and the hydrant along East
Coast Lane adjacent to the FDC.

Response: The FDC is located per the plumbing plans. A proposed fire
hydrant is within 45’ of the FDC.

Please include an emergency vehicle lane. According to the Fire Marshal, it
may be along the southern edge of the parking lot islands.

This letter provides a trip generation for the proposed Golden Corral restaurant to be located in Shallotte, North
Carolina. It is our understanding that the Town of Shallotte is requesting a trip generation calculation to
illustrate the restaurant will not generate more than 800 daily trips; and therefore, will not require a Traffic
Impact Analysis report.

Based on our conversations, the proposed Golden Corral will be approximately 7,399 square feet in size with
130 seats. This will be a typical Golden Corral sit-down restaurant that is only open for lunch and dinner.

The trip generation volumes were determined using the ITE Trip Generation Manual, 8" Edition. Trip
generation calculations were based on a high-turnover sit-down restaurant with the number of seats as the
independent variable. Refer to Table 1 for the trip generation associated with the Golden Corral restaurant.

Corral site plan submitted October 25, 2011 and had the following comments:
